1) In which one of the three sections of Shma is there a mention of the exodus from Egypt?

2) Why might one question if this section really belongs to the Shma?

3) Where have we seen in this chapter of Mishna an indication that this section is indeed included as part of the Shma?

4) When the mishna says מזכירין יציאת מצרים בלילות, what are we being told to do on the practical level?

5) In light of the answer to question 3), why is מזכירין יציאת מצרים בלילות not already obvious?

6) Why might we think – on the basis of the content of the section of Shma being discussed -  not to recite it at night?

7) What is the difference between the reason we recite this section as part of the shma of the morning, and the reason we recite it as part of the shma of  the evening?

8) What is the meaning of לא זכיתי שתאמר?

9) Do you think that before hearing this drasha, Rabbi Elazar Ben Azarya had said parshat tzitzit at night?

10) Why is there a need for the statement of Rebbi Elazar Ben Azarya here; why can’t the mishna just go straight from the opening statement to the drasha of Ben Zoma?

11) In light of the answer to the previous question, how is the presentation of the opinion of Ben Zoma here similar to the presentation of the opinion of Beit Hillel in mishna three?

12) What part of the drasha brought in the mishna is old hat, and what part is the unique understanding that so impressed Rabbi Elazar Ben Azarya?

13) Where is the end of the quote from the verse?

14) Why does the drasha repeat words from the verse?

15) What word (or words) are assumed but not written in this drasha (three times)?

16) The meaning of which word in the verse is disputed here?

17) How would each of the disputants translate the disputed word into English?

18) Exactly how do we come to the conclusion that the verse tells us to remember the exodus at night?

19) Why do you think that the opinion of the חכמים is brought here at all?

20) What does the word להביא mean in this context?

21) What might we deduce about the character of the messianic era from the opinion of the חכמים here?

22) What might be the motivation of the חכמים in emphasizing that the exodus must be remembered even during the messianic era?

23) What Jewish ritual ceremony includes an exact quote of 90% of this mishna?
