5) Is טבילה required according to this mishna of one who ראה קרי but is not a זב?

6) Is טבילה required according to this mishna of a women who פלטה שכבת זרע but is not a נדה?

7) Is טבילה required according to this mishna of a משמשת who did not become a נדה?

8) Why should  טבילהbe required of a משמשת; what principle does this law teach us over and above what we would might have thought on the basis of the two previous mishnayot?

9) According to which of the talmudic understandings concerning the motivation behind תקנת עזרא is it very suprising to find the תקנה applied to a משמשת (and a פולטת)?

10) How could you nevertheless understand the application of the תקנה to the משמשת (and the פולטת) according to the above-mentioned talmudic understanding?
