2) What is the connection of this Mishna to the previous one  (there might be four linguistic and/or thematic connections, one of which is made explicit in the breita that we bring below)?

3) What earlier Mishna of this Tractate does this Mishna remind us of (Hint: it is in the chapters that deal with תפילה)?

4) According to the תנא קמא, what do you think is to be the nature of theתפילה ?בכניסתו 

5) According to the תנא קמא,  what do you think is to be the nature of the תפילה ביציאתו (There might be two possible answers to this question)?

6) What do you think is to be the nature of the תפילה that בן עזאי adds בכניסתו, and what do you think is to be the nature of the תפילה that בן עזאי adds ביציאתו (There may be different possibilities)?

7) Do you think that the last statement beginning with ונותן is spoken by בן עזאי, or is it the words of the editor of the Mishna?

B) תוספתא ברכות פרק ו', הלכה 16
1) What is the relationship between the Mishna and the breita  (What element is in each that is lacking in the other)?

2) Can you explain why the breita is lacking an element that is found in the Mishna?

3) Is the text of the תפילה provided by the breita that of the תנא קמא or that of רבי שמעון?

4) In light of the two opinions in the Mishna and the breita, what is a bit strange or unexpected in the text of the תפילות brought in the breita? 

5) How does the תוספתא provide us with an additional link – beyond the ones we already were aware of – between this Mishna and the previous one (See question A) 2) above)?
